Sapele
Commercial names: sapelewood (Nigeria); aboudikrou (Ivory Coast); sapelli (Cameroon).

Other names: Gold Coast Cedar, penkwa

Distribution: West and East Africa.

General description: The heartwood has a medium to dark reddish-brown colour, characterized by a well-defined ribbon striped
figure on quartered surfaces. Sometimes, when wavy grain is present, a very attractive fiddleback figure, roe figure or occasion-
ally, beautiful mottled figure is obtained. The grain is interlocked or wavy and the texture fairly fine. Has a cedar-like scent
when freshly cut. The timber is liable to ring or cup shakes. Weight varies between 560–690 kg/m3 (35–43 lb/ft3) averages
about 620 kg/m3 (39 lb/ft3); specific gravity .62.

Mechanical properties: Despite high crushing and medium bending strength and resistance to shock loads, with a low 
stiffness category, sapele has a poor steam bending classification as the wood buckles and ruptures severely.

Working properties: Works without difficulty with both hand and machine tools but the interlocked grain affects machining
properties. It nails, screws and glues well; care is required when staining, but it provides an excellent polished finish.

Durability: Moderately durable. The sapwood is liable to attack by powder post beetle and moderately resistant to termites in
Africa. The heartwood is resistant to preservative treatment and the sapwood moderately resistant.

Uses: Quality furniture and cabinetmaking, joinery, shop fitting, office furniture, solid doors, boat building, musical instruments,
sports foods, counter tops and flooring. Extensively used as a constructional veneer for plywood and selected logs are sliced for
paneling and decorative face veneers for cabinets and marquetry, etc.

African Mahogany
Commercial names: (1) Khaya ivorensis (W. Africa); (2) K. anthotheca (W. & E. Africa); (3) K. nyasica (E. Africa).

Other names: (1) Nigerian, Benin, Lagos or Degema mahogany; (1) and (2) Ghana, Ivory Coast, Takoradi or Grand Bassam
mahogany; (2) krala (Ivory Coast); mangona (Cameroon); munyama (Uganda); mbaua (Mozambique), mbawa (Malawi),
mkangazi (Tanzania).

Distribution: Tropical West, Central and East Africa.

General description: Heartwood varies from light to deep reddish-brown. Grain straight to interlocked, moderately coarse 
textured to medium. Logs may have brittleheart or softheart and cross fractures or heartbreaks. Weight 540–590 kg/m3

(34–36 lb/ft3); specific gravity .54 to .59.

Mechanical properties: K. anthotheca has moderately good wood bending properties, the other types cannot be bent without
severe buckling or fibre rupture. The bending strength is low, stiffness and resistance to shock loads is very low and the crush-
ing strength is medium.

Working properties: There is a moderate blunting effect on tools, and tension wood or brittleheart and interlocked grain can
cause woolliness. To avoid tearing the grain a reduced cutting angle of from 15º to 20º is desirable. Nailing, screwing and 
gluing properties are good and it may be stained and polished to an excellent finish.

Uses: Widely used for furniture and cabinetmaking, office, shop and bank fitting, interior joinery, boat building and vehicle 
bodies. It is extensively used for laminations especially in cold moulded processes. Rotary cut logs are used for plywood and
sliced veneers for decorative work.

Note: Related spp. include K. grandifoliola, C.DC., and K. senegalensis. (Desr) A. Juss, both sold as heavy African mahogany
and sometimes mixed with shipments of lighter species.
